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Born and educated in Adelaide and graduated MBBS from the University of Adelaide in 1977. Dr Kiroff subsequently trained in general surgery and general thoracic surgery in Adelaide. His fellowship training was interrupted for a 2 year period of research towards completion of Master of Surgery degree in the early 80’s.

Dr. Kiroff was the recipient of the Mark Jolly Travelling Fellowship in 1986 and used this assistance to obtain further training in Upper GIT surgery and general thoracic surgery in Hong Kong (Prof. John Wong), Montreal (Prof. Andre Duranceau) and France (Prof. Bernard Launois).

Following his return to South Australia he worked for almost 6 years in general surgical practice. Dr. Kiroff moved to Geelong in 1994 to take up and appointment as senior lecturer with the University of Melbourne, Department of Surgery. He is currently a consultant surgeon to The Geelong Hospital, St. John of God Hospital, and Geelong Private Hospital, Geelong, Victoria. His clinical practice is in upper gastrointestinal, general and general thoracic surgery with a major emphasis on surgery for gastro-oesophageal reflux, morbid obesity, groin and incisional hernia. He is an author of more than forty articles in refereed journals and has been a frequent presenter at national and international meetings.

He has served in a number of roles in the Royal Australasian College of Surgeons, including as a Course Director for the Early Management of Severe Trauma Course, as a Supervisor of Surgical Training and as Deputy Chairman of the Victorian State Committee of the College. He continues to be involved in basic research into materials technology and developing an interface between skin and implantable prosthetics.
